2. Relations of the Parties.

Subject to Paragraphs 3 and 4, below:

a. KPI will cooperate with Safe Pro to
design processes under the licensing
framework of KPI, utilizing KPI's
platform to ensure compliance with all
relevant regulations.

b. Safe Pro Group, in accordance with the
law will provide KPI with access to
SpotlightAl, including a dedicated
account and credits.

c. SPG will offer technical assistance and

support to ensure the effective
deployment  and  utilization  of
SpotlightAl.

d. SPG in accordance with the law will

support KPI's possible missions by
providing experienced drone pilots when
needed.

e. SPG may also conduct survey missions
with KPI, operating within the
framework of the legislation and
regulatory framework of Igor Sikorsky
Kyiv Polytechnic Institute.

3. Future Activities. The terms, conditions

5. Term, Amendment, Extension, and
Termination.

5.1 This MOU will be effective for a period
of two (2) years beginning on the Effective
Date. Thereafter, it may be renewed by the
mutual written agreement of all Parties.

5.2 This MOU may be amended or extended
by the mutual written consent of the Parties.
This MOU may be terminated with thirty
(30) days written notice from either Party or
immediately in case of a material breach by
either Party.

6. Use of Name, Media and Public Relations

The Partics agree to collaborate on media
appearances to promote their collaboration and
highlight shared achievements in advancing
demining efforts. Each Party may use the other
Party's  names, logos, or trademarks
(collectively, “Marks”) in public
communications, media releases, presentations,

or promotional materials with the prior written
consent of other Party, provided such use is
consistent with the terms of this Memorandum
of Understanding (MOU) and does not
misrepresent the relationship between the
Parties.
